
City strikes Silver in award
for energy efficiency
At a recent Energy Partnership meeting, the City of Costa Mesa
received  its  award  for  reaching  Silver  Status  within  the
partnership.

The Partnership, formed in 2010, currently consists of the
cities  of  Costa  Mesa,  Fountain  Valley,  Newport  Beach,
Westminster,  Santa  Ana,  Huntington  Beach,  and  Irvine.

Staff  representatives  meet  monthly  to  discuss  long-range
energy efficiency goals and projects that are relevant to each
city.   Costa  Mesa  recently  completed  the  direct  install
program sponsored by Southern California Edison.

The  program  allowed  for  all  City  facilities,  with  the
exception  of  the  City  Hall  campus,  to  receive  lighting
upgrades at no cost, thus saving Costa Mesa approximately
$60,000 in onetime general fund expenditures.

Assistant to the City Manager Dan Baker is the liaison to this
committee  and  is  always  interested  in  projects  that  seek
energy efficiency.
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
