The live music, held in the upper level courtyard
between Saddle Ranch Chop House and La Vida Cantina, will
feature guitarists, duos and solo artists performing a variety
of genres to appeal to everyone in the community.

California’s  first  Keys  on  Main,  a  dueling  piano  bar,  is
expected to open in early 2018 on the lower level of the
center, at Newport and Harbor boulevards.
