Street sweeping to be
postponed for one week due to
Labor Day holiday

There should be no parking citations
issued during this time.

In lieu of sweeping streets, the following are a list of task
that clean streets operators will be conducting next week.

» City wide alley street sweeping

» Sweeping of park parking lots and other city owned
facilities

= Accident call outs and special request

 Night route sweeping on all arterial streets
