Costa Mesa citizens are invited to attend several community
meetings throughout the city with demographic mapping expert
David Ely, of Compass Demographics, to discuss the process of
creating maps for voting district boundaries.

The meetings are scheduled June 2, 4, 15 and 18 and are
designed  to  give  residents  an  opportunity  to  discuss  and
interact with others on the district mapping process.

Ely will typically use sample maps as a starting point to give
an idea of how equal population district boundaries might be
distributed and solicit input and mapping ideas during these
meetings.
